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To exhibit a number of works with the words: “This is what I've been doing lately” may perhaps
suffice. This is what you could say about those works that | will show at Bjérkholmen Gallery. Much will
be recognized from earlier exhibitions. Some are presented in series and we all know how one looks
at those images. One after another, however constantly in relation to each other. Sometimes that
reading is disturbed, forcing a different reading to emerge. Text is mixed with abstract images, titles
augment or shadow information.

Back in 1995 the Amercian artist Steven Parrino did a show at Galleri Tre in Stockholm. He made all
the works in the gallery the days before the opening. | went by and saw him work. | recall a strong
smell of laquer color. The exhibition went by rather unnoticed. Few | have spoken with remember the
exhibition. Steven Parrino died in a motorcycle accident in 2005.

A few years ago I read an article written about Parrino, within which a fax from him was mentioned
and quoted. It had been sent before an exhibition in Switzerland. Several of the works were fragile, or
threatened to break. In answering how he wished these works to be freated Parrino answered in the
fax: Do not worry about damaging anything. (Damage is good). Nothing will be for sale. All will be
thrown out after the show. Nothing has value.

This text formes the basis for a series of paintings | now show together with a number of other works.
Abstract paintings that departs from a series of works | have earlier made,”Jungle Gym for Cats” and
"Use it as Fire Wood" are both based upon Sol LeWitt's answer to the same question Parrino got,
however in a different context. All works in the exhibition have in common that they are recycles of
already existing material. The works (and the exhibition) may be looked upon as a pledge, a
meditation or a tranquil reminiscence of a forgotten exhibition.
